Parent Survey

Many thanks to all of you who completed and returned
the recent parent survey. All classes managed at least a
50% return rate so each class will be receiving £50 to
spend on resources for their classroom. Mrs Stewart’s
class (100%) and Miss Brocklehurst’s class (76%)
achieved the highest return rates in the infants and
juniors respectively and will receive £100 to spend.

The surveys have now all been sent away for analysis.
Shortly, children in KS2 will also complete a survey
(the survey is only available for KS2). This covers
similar areas to the parent survey. These will also be
sent away for analysis. The school will then receive a
very detailed report which we will use to inform school
improvement planning. We will, of course, also report
the outcomes to parents via the newsletter.

Measles

This week the school received a letter from the Health
Protection Agency about an outbreak of measles in the
UK and Europe. In brief, the letter states that;

o there have been 135 cases in England in the
first three months of 2011.
there is an ongoing outbreak in France (over
3000 cases already this year)
the age profile of the current cases is mainly
older children and young adults
the cases are mainly unimmunised or partially
immunised students (who have only had one
dose of MMR)
the most likely explanation is that the cases
have been imported from Europe
The Health Protection Agency has also suggested that,
as well as highlighting this issue to parents, schools
should advise parents to ‘ensure their children have had
2 doses of MMR at appropriate intervals before
travelling’.
