Welcome to Reception 
Coming into School 

The children will line up outside their classroom and come into school 

independently at 8.45am for registration at 9 o‟clock. 

Milk Money 

Children who wish to have milk should bring 90p in a named envelope and 

place it in the „Milk box‟ on the trolley each Monday morning. ( If they 

have milk they do not need a separate juice for snack time.)   

Snacks and Drinks 

Snacks and drinks must be named and placed in the appropriate boxes by 

the children so they know what their snack is.  We have a Healthy 

Schools Award so no chocolate, biscuits, cakes or crisps please. (Only one 

snack is necessary.) In an afternoon, the children are given fresh fruit at 

playtime. We are also going to be providing our own snacks for Thursdays, 

so snack will not be needed on that day. Please could you send in £1 for 

this half term‟s ingredients, thank you.  

Water bottles 

These are provided by the school and should be named with a  

permanent marker pen, taken home daily, washed and filled with fresh 

water. Please could we stress that only water goes in these bottles. If 

you lose it, replacements can be purchased from the office for £1. 

Dinner Money  

We will let you know when children can start staying for school dinners. 

Children who have school dinners place their named envelope into the box 

marked „Dinner Money‟, which is on the trolley.  

P.E. Kit 

P.E. kits should be brought, and kept, in school as soon as possible. Our PE 

days are Tuesday and Thursday and our PE kit consists of a plain white  

T-shirt, plain black shorts and black pumps, all named. 

Reading Folders 

Once parents have attended the reading meeting, (see later notes) 

reading folders should be brought to school every day.  

Inside should be their reading book, green reading comments book and 

library book.  

Later in the year your child will also be bringing home a Letters and 

Sounds book, keywords and a spelling book, which should also be kept in 

their reading folder.  

Reading Meeting 
We will be holding a Reading Meeting in school on Thursday 22nd 

September at 5.30pm. This is such an important meeting to  

attend because we explain how your child learns to read, what we 

do in school, the way we teach Letters and Sounds, what will 

come home and what you as parents do to help and support. Please 

come; it will last just less than an hour!
